…It was getting pretty boring. What was she thinking? This is a lame idea, but duty called, and she set-tled herself more comfortably. The scents of tar, salt water, and creosoted wood planking joined thepiney aroma of the hemlocks to provide a perfume Amelia came to call home.
…Amelia looked up just in time. Janet trotted down the path to the ferry dock. She could have missedher because she had a jacket with a hood. But Janet always wore beaded moccasins, and her pigtails hadfeathers instead of bows. One braid escaped the hood, sealing her identity for Amelia.
…Amelia, now in Ratchet mode, started snapping again.
…Janet turned her way and Ratchet’s heart almost stopped. Ratchet knew how important it was to iden-tify Janet as Janet in her series of photos. Taking a breath and holding it, she snapped away.
